But Ana 
decides to stay with her friend Emília.

The more closed shots will give texture to 
the elements that are not visible to the 
naked eye, while the more open shots will 
o�er contrasting green and grey pictures 
of the region’s rivers and mountains. We 
want to capture bodies on which life’s 
hardships are etched, countering the 
tendency of the media to portray 
beautiful symmetrical bodies, in line with 
everlasting youth. 

No kind of belief or religion prepares us 
to confront death in the face. Years later, 
we still relive the moment when João's 
father died. It’s still di�cult for us to 
conceive that death can be seen as a day 
worth living. But the truth is that a life 
fully lived makes death a moment that 
must be fully experienced, a renewal of a 
cycle and never an end in itself. 

The film’s starting point is a fascination 
for the village of Légua, in the northern 
interior of Portugal, due to both the 
bucolic romanticism of its past and the 
approaching end of rural life in the near 
future. In this film, based on real 
characters and spaces we are interested 
in exploring female friendship. How a 
middle-aged woman, Ana, stays with her 
old friend Emília to the end, caring for her 
in her disease and remaining by her side 
until her death. It is in the confrontation 
with Emília's imminent demise that Ana 
discovers strength, fearlessness and a 
peaceful acceptance of death. 

In formal terms, nature's actions will 
reflect on the characters and vice versa, 
as if they formed an ever-changing unit.
